Martin (‘M) and John (‘J’) were charged with rape under section 376(1) of the
Penal Code. At the next pre-trial conference, the Deputy Public Prosecutor (DPP)
further informed the court that he had no documents to hand over to the accused

at this time and would only do so when the trial commences.

After a lengthy trial, the Sessions Court Judge found both M and J guilty and
proceeded to convict and sentence each of them to seven (7) years imprisonment
and three (3) strokes of whipping. Unhappy with the Sessions Court’s decision to
convict and sentence them, M and J wish to file their respective appeals to the
High Court.

Taking into account the fact that M is a foreigner and J is a Malaysian medical
student in a local university, the Sessions Court Judge rejected their lawyers’
request for bail pending appeal without giving any reason and ordered both of
them to be sent to prison immediately. The next day, M through his lawyer made
another application for bail but the Sessions Court Judge again rejected his

application.
M and J both appoint you as their new counsel.

2. Answer ALL parts of this question

Reggie (‘R’) was charged in the Taiping Magistrates’ Court with driving a
motorcar recklessly causing the death of Apollo, an offence under section 41(1)
of the Road Transport Act 1987.

After the first witness for the prosecution was called, R’s lawyer verbally informed

the court that R had an alibi and was not even the driver of the car that morning.

Immediately after the prosecution released its last witness from the stand, R’s
lawyer told the Magistrate that the prosecution had neglected to and were duty-
bound to call three (3) more key witnesses who had previously given their
statements to the police in the course of their investigations. The Magistrate

dismissed the application without giving any reason whatsoever.

After R was called upon to enter his defence to the charge, his lawyer told the
court that they were not planning to call any witnesses and that R exercised his
right to remain silent. After receiving submissions from both parties at the end of
the trial, the Magistrate convicted R and sentenced him to four (4) years’

imprisonment.
R appoints you to handle his appeal to the High Court.

Judge A on the basis that the evidence had already been recorded by him. The

defence, however, objected and argued that a fresh trial should be conducted.

The accused, Saufi, was charged in a court at Kuantan for two offences, the
first under section 39B(1)(a) of the Dangerous Drugs Act 1952 (‘DDA’) and
the second under section 12(2) of the DDA. For the first offence, the charge
was reduced to possession of a dangerous drug, Methamphetamine,
weighing 77.71 g. As for the second offence, Saufi was charged with
possession of a dangerous drug, heroin, weighing 11.27 g. Both offences
under section 12(2) are punishable under section 12(3) of the DDA. Saufi
pleaded guilty to both charges. He was 50 years and 3 months old then. He
had six past convictions, all for drug-related offences. When he was arrested,
he had just been released from prison after serving a sentence of
imprisonment and whipping under section 39A(1) of the DDA. The learned
Deputy Public Prosecutor (DPP) in his oral argument asked the court to
sentence Saufi to a lengthy term of imprisonment taking into account that
Saufi would be exempted from a sentence of whipping. The DPP further
contended that if a convicted offender was to be exempted from whipping
under the law, the court should then factor that in and increase the term of

imprisonment in the sentence.

(@) Nelson arrived at the Kuala Lumpur International Airport on a flight from

Bangkok. Shortly after collecting his luggage, he was detained by ASP Mani.
After cutting open the untidily sewn stitches inside a black briefcase carried
by Nelson, ASP Mani discovered two hidden compartments containing the

dangerous drug, cocaine.

When testifying in his defence at the trial, Nelson claimed that he was to be
paid US$3,000.00 to successfully deliver the drugs to Bego. At the end of
the trial, the High Court Judge determined that actual possession of the drugs
had been established beyond a reasonable doubt. Nelson was duly convicted

and sentenced to death for trafficking in 508 g of cocaine.

Nelson filed an appeal against his conviction and sentence. One of the
grounds of appeal was that the learned trial judge had prejudged the issue
before hearing submissions because the grounds of judgment were written
on a date which was a week earlier than the date judgment was handed down.
This was reflected in the appeal record. Nelson, through his counsel, argued
that the learned trial judge had made up his mind well before hearing
submissions of Nelson’s counsel, who further argued that the learned trial
judge was obliged to hear submissions from the counsel and the Deputy
Public Prosecutor before he gave his decision. Nelson’s counsel therefore

urged the appellate court to remit the case back to the High Court for a retrial.
